Placement guidelines

e Do not locate the VISION inside a metal enclosure or on metalized wallpaper.
e Do not locate the VISION less than three meters from any electrical device that generates noise.
« Do not expose the VISION to direct heat sources, direct sunlight or strong artificial light.

How to mount and connect the VWM

Release the two screws at the bottom of the VISION enclosure, and remove the cover.

Connect the module to its socket on the board (top square in the image on the right side).

Connect the cable to the Ethernet socket (bottom square).

Close the enclosure and fasten the screws.

Configure the module (see how in the VISION's installation guide), set it in the control panel (see how in the
VISION's Programming guide) and check the LEDs; see below.

Test the module using the 7ests and Diagnostics menu.

Reset to factory defaults

If the module needs to be reset, press the reset button (no. 5 on the image in the first page) for 10 seconds, release it for two seconds
and press it again for five seconds.
